
CITY OF WOODRUFF 

Men’s and Women’s Church League Rules 

 

ALL PLAYERS MUST BE A CHURCH OR SUNDAY SCHOOL MEMBER FOR THE CHURCH 

THAT IS SPONSORING THE TEAM.  A CHURCH THAT IS NOT LARGE ENOUGH TO FIELD A 

TEAM MAY COMBINE WITH ONE OTHER CHURCH, AS LONG AS THE TOTAL MEMBERSHIP 

OF THE TWO CHURCHES DOES NOT EXCEED 400 MEMBERS. 

 

1. No inning will start after one (1) hour and five (5) minutes from the starting time of the 

game, unless the game is tied.  If a team leads by 20 or more runs at the end of three (3) 

innings of play, 15 runs at the end of four (4) innings of play, or 10 runs after five (5) 

innings of play this will end the game. 

2. At game time if a team does not have nine (9) or 10 players, they may start the game with 

eight (8) players.  If the ninth or tenth player is added after the game has started, he or she 

may be added at the bottom of the line-up.  Free Substitution, the (EH) Extra Hitter, and 

the American Disability Act Rule may be used in league play.  All line-ups must be filled 

out in the scorebooks as spelled out in the League By-Laws along with a starting line-up 

card to be given to the Plate Umpire before the start of the game.  Batting 12 players in 

the lineup with the use of two (2) Extra Hitters is optional. 

3. All rosters must be signed by the Pastor or Church Secretary and Coach in order for any 

player to be added to the roster. 

4. Each team will be responsible for having a qualified Scorekeeper.  Scorekeepers from 

each team will constantly check with each other to see that there are no discrepancies in 

the score.  If there are any discrepancies, the game will be stopped and coaches from each 

team as well as game officials if needed, will come to an agreement of the score.  The 

home team’s scorebook will be the official game book unless the home team does not 

have a scorekeeper; however, if the game officials feel as though the home team does not 

have a competent scorekeeper, they will designate the official scorebook.   

5. All games will be played as scheduled.  There will not be any rescheduled games because 

of revivals.  EXCEPTION:  If the dates of the revivals are known before the schedules 

are made out, your team will not be scheduled. 

6. All Rosters and Waivers must be turned into The City of Woodruff by 4:30pm Friday, 

April 9
th
, 2010. 

7. NO STEEL SPIKES ARE ALLOWED.
