City Council met on this date with the following council members:  Durham, Kelley, Dickard, Sloan, Norman and Mayor Gist in attendance. City Manager Lee Bailey, and the City Clerk Bekki Phillips were also present. Notice of the meeting was sent to the media days prior to the meeting and posted on the bulletin board at City Hall in advance of the meeting according to the Freedom of Information Act.

I. Call to Order- The meeting was called to order by Mayor Gist at 5:30 p.m.  

II. Approval of Minutes- 
A. A motion was made by Councilwoman Sloan to accept the minutes from the Regular Council Meeting May 26th, 2020, minutes as written. A second was made by Councilman Durham.  The vote passed unanimously. 
III. Approval of the Agenda of the June 30th, 2020 City Council Meeting
A. Mr. Bailey requested to amend the agenda by adding an Executive Session relating to economic development. A motion was made by Councilman Durham to accept the amended agenda.  A second was made by Councilwoman Sloan.  The vote passed unanimously.  
IV. Old Business- 
A. Second Reading of Ordinance 20-027 to Zone Three Tracts of Land to R-3 Three Lots Containing 9.10 Acres, 2.38 Acres, 4.19 Acres 2.86 Acres, 1.87 Acres located on S.J. Workman Hwy and Snowmill Road. Tax Map 4-33-00-005.03, 4-33-00-006.00. Presenter: Alyson Smith; Planning & Zoning Director.  Mrs. Smith stated there has been no change since the first reading. Mrs. Smith stated that this is the second reading to zone the property as R-3 Multi-Family Residential. Mrs. Smith mentioned that the Planning Commission approved the zoning request. A motion to approve the second reading of Ordinance 20-027 as written was made by Councilwoman Sloan.  A second was made by Councilwoman Norman.  The vote passed unanimously.
B. Second Reading of Ordinance 20-001-FY to Provide for Fiscal Year 2020-2021 Operating and Capital Budget and to Provide Levy of Taxes for the Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2020. Presenter: Lee Bailey; City Manager. Mr. Bailey mentioned that this budget has been extremely tough to forecast and that he is confident in his projections of property tax revenue. Mr. Bailey stated that the sewer and hospitality tax revenue are moving targets and that he is anticipating revenue to be down across the board for FY 20-21.  Mr. Bailey stated that he took an extremely conservative approach to the expenditure side of the budget and that there are no capitol items, no cost of living adjustments (COLA), and that all large expenditures will be deferred to January. A motion to approve the second reading of Ordinance 20-001-FY as written was made by Councilman Dickard.  A second was made by Councilwoman Sloan.  The vote passed unanimously.
C. Second reading of Ordinance 20-028 To Amend the Code of Ordinances of the City of Woodruff to Add Title 11 Entitled “Parades, Events, Block Parties, Performances, Filming and Picketing Regulations.” Presenter: Terry Clark; City Attorney. Mr. Clark was not present. Mr. Bailey presented. Mr. Bailey stated that this ordinance will only help us when someone notifies us about the planned protest. Mr. Bailey did state that, in this ordinance, protesting or picketing is allowed within a 48 hour window of a world event without notice to the City.  Also, the ordinance includes a proclamation that gives the Mayor the ability to implement a curfew if things were getting violent or out of hand. A motion to approve the second reading of Ordinance 20-028 as written was made by Councilwoman Sloan. A second was made by Councilwoman Kelley.  The vote passed unanimously.
V. New Business 
A. First Reading of Ordinance 20-029 to Amend the Woodruff City Zoning Ordinance and Map to Rezone One Parcel Located at 209 McEdco Street From R-1 to R-3. Presenter: Alyson Smith; Planning and Zoning Director.  Mrs. Smith stated this is the first reading of the ordinance to rezone 209 McEdco Street. Mrs. Smith stated that the developer and Ms. Patton’s family reached an agreement for the developer to buy the house and they have signed the contract and rezoning request.  A motion to approve the first reading of Ordinance 20-029 as written was made by Councilwoman Norman. A second was made by Councilman Durham.  The vote passed unanimously.
B. Resolution 20-007 Approving the Execution and Delivery of and Inducement Agreement to Induce the Development of a Multi-Family Housing Development Within the City of Woodruff; and Other Matters Related Thereto: Presenter: Lee Bailey; City Manager. Mr. Bailey stated that this resolution is required by Spartanburg County in order to place the apartment complex into a Multi County Industrial Park (MCIP). Mr. Bailey mentioned that this is necessary in order to give the developer a tax break for the development of the apartment complex. If this is approved the County is set to have three readings so that we can move forward. A motion to approve Resolution 20-007 as written was made by Councilwoman Sloan. A second was made by Councilwoman Kelley.  The vote passed unanimously.
C. Approval of Easements as Related to Drainage Agreements. Presenter: Lee Bailey; City Manager. Mr. Bailey mentioned that he had spoken to the County for advice on how they would handle the drainage issue that involves Tractor Supply. The county recommended for the City to obtain a drainage easement and to have Tractor Supply do the work. This means that the City would not have any upfront cost but would have to maintain the ditch behind the houses from now on. A motion to approve the easements as written was made by Councilman Durham. A second was made by Councilwoman Sloan.  The vote passed unanimously.
VI. Executive Session

A motion was made by councilman Sloan to re-enter into regular council meeting. A second was made by councilman Durham. The vote passed unanimously.  Regular session was re-entered at 6:03pm. Upon entering into regular session Mayor Gist asked for a motion to request City Manager Lee Bailey to draft a letter about future sewer plans going up Hwy 101. A motion was made by councilwoman Sloan. A second was made by councilman Durham. The vote passed unanimously. 

VII. Adjourn- A motion was made by Councilwoman Sloan to adjourn the meeting.  A second was made by Councilman Durham.  The vote passed unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 6:42pm.
