violators of traffic codes, ordinances and regulations; completes appropriate paperwork
on arrests.

e Accompanies persons to headquarters to be booked on charges; accompanies prisoners to
court; maintains custody and testifies when called upon.

e Attends, reports and investigates accidents; keeps bystanders out of danger and renders
first aid to the injured.

e Works a flexible schedule to fill in for other police officers due to vacation, sick leave,
training, etc.

e Provides transportation for prisoners and/or mental patients as directed.

e Responds to dispatched calls and emergencies; provides back-up assistance to other
officers as needed, etc.

e Promotes good will between the Department, other agencies and the community.

e Studies to increase personal knowledge of law and helping agencies so as to advise the
public properly.

e Directs traffic as required.

e Apprehends, arrests and detains criminal suspects and law violators when necessary,
following proper procedures when making arrests; checks property.

e Assists in training new officers; attends training classes and seminars as required.

e Runs breathalyzer tests for other officers.

e Performs other related duties as required.
